The purpose of the uniform policy is two-fold. First, it is functional: to focus students’ attention on their work at school
rather than their attire, and to project a unified school image, which is proper and neat in appearance, reflecting the
important nature of our enterprise. Uniforms are a means to help all members of the school attend to the mission and
vision of the school.

Nova Classical Academy students are expected to be in uniform on a daily basis (administration may designate
non-uniform days). It is the responsibility of the parents to ensure that their child adheres to this policy. The
Administration will develop uniform guidelines that specify what items are appropriate for students at each stage.
Teachers, with assistance from the Administration, will enforce these guidelines.

GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR ALL STUDENTS, GRADES K-12 |

Uniforms must be neat, clean, and in good repair.

All clothing must be properly sized (not baggy, too short, or tight).

Hats and sunglasses may not be worn in the building.

Uniforms are to be worn when performing in school concerts and on all field trips.

Nova spirit wear may only be worn on designated spirit wear or non-uniform days. Nova items that are not listed in
the Nova guidelines are considered spirit wear.

Visible tattoos are not allowed. Students may be directed to remove pen, ink, or marker drawings on the skin.

Hair accessories can be black, white, burgundy (Nova Classical school colors), or Nova Classical plaid. Our vendors
sell headbands and hair scrunchies in our approved plaid.

Makeup, nail polish, and jewelry must be minimal and modest, not excessive or distracting. Students may be asked
to remove jewelry for PE.

Headscarves, hijabs, abayas, or other similar apparel must be solid colors or patterns.

In the Schools of Logic and Rhetoric, all shirts must be tucked in at all times unless they have a banded bottom or
are fitted-style School of Rhetoric Oxfords.

Appropriate skirt length may be determined by placing one's hands at one's side. The skirt should be no higher than
two inches below the end of the fingers. Skirts may not be rolled at the waist. If there is a question of the
inappropriateness of skirt length, even given this guideline, the decision of Nova Classical staff will prevail.

Shoes allowed include: dress, walking/running, tennis shoes, and sneakers in solid, dark colors.

Shoes not allowed for all ages include, but are not limited to: Heelys, boots (winter/outdoor, or those past ankle
height), light-up shoes, crocs, flip flops, sandals, clogs, etc.

Leg Wear Option with Skirts:

Students throughout K-12 may wear black, gray, or white ankle-length leggings, with a uniform-approved sock.

Families are expected to ensure their children’s adherence to Nova Classical’s appearance and uniform guidelines.
Students found out of compliance with the guidelines may be asked to meet the school’s standards before attending
class and/or (for Upper School) may be assigned demerits or detention.
